While half rthe funds for this project
will come from federal sources, a Tax
Increment Finance disticr (TTF) has been
put in place o finance the majority of the
local infrastructure costs. The TIF disonc captures
the added values created by Trinity Uptown to fund the
eligible public infrastructure costs. As a resulr, local maxing
jurisdictions do not have to use exisung general fund
revenues to pay for Uptown so local residents benefis from the
project without having to increase their local tax costs. With
the TIF financing, the tax base of the area will grow from a
value of 3139 million to a value of more than 51.3 billion
over the next 40 years! And thar's measured in constant 2005
dollar values.

In addition to the funds going to the TIF districr, the area wall
generate more than 51 billion of new revenue w the bocal
raxing jurisdictions in the next 40-year pericd. These hunds
will go directly to the general funds of the Forr Worth School
Diswiot, Ciry of Fort Worth,Tarrant - County, Hospital
Diiserict, Crime District, Transiv Authoriry, Tarrant County
College, and the Tarrant Regional Warer Dhistrict to address
nteds throughout our communiry.

The campus will open in 2008
with more than 400,000 square feet of academic space. This

A IE[r\*:cml:nr trail user,
Tracy was dismayed by the “preponderance of doggie poap” along
the il Instead of com rlininﬁ',. she offered a selution: She
would donare the funds 1o install Dogipots at many trailheads
throughout the ding. Conveniene plastic bags and a sanitary disposal
container have gone a long way toward solving the problem.

Adelaide Leavens, excourive dircetor of Streams and Valleys, is
enthused by support for neighborhood connectivity, " lhe
Trinity River Vision is connecring our whole world,” she explains,
“At least, our world hers in Forr Worth! Ohar 19¢h trailhead is

planned for Delga Park near the Greenway neighborhood.
